One of
our most treasured partnerships is the Nonviolence Institute, located
just around the corner from our lower school campus in Providence.
It is because of this partnership that I felt encouraged to share their
work with everyone at St. Luke’s.

If you’ve been following along with our Racial Justice module in our
youth faith formation offerings at St. Luke’s, you know that the
lessons are inspired by Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.’s vision of the
Beloved Community. Our field trip to the Nonviolence Institute will
serve as the culminating event for this module. The mission of the
Nonviolence Institute is to “create, by word and example, a
community that uses the principles and practices of nonviolence to
prevent, interrupt, and heal violence and to uplift community. In the
Beloved Community, everyone can thrive, there is an abundance of
love and enough resources for everyone, community members share
power, the value of every person is recognized and engaged, and
conflict is handled productively.”

I would like to formally invite YOU and your loved ones to join us
on Saturday, March 23rd, for a field trip to the Nonviolence Institute.
We will meet at 1:00PM in the parking lot of St. Luke’s. From there,
we will carpool to the Nonviolence Institute. We will take a tour and
learn more about the institute from their team. Afterward, we will
carpool home. If you would like to attend but want more flexibility,
you can join us at the institute located at 265 Oxford Street,
Providence. Either way, if you plan to attend, please email me
at amy@stlukeseg.org so I know to look for you and I can inform the
institute how many we can expect.

I really hope you will consider joining us if your schedule allows. It
will be a great way for the entire community of St. Luke’s to get
together in fellowship, to learn, and to begin this very necessary and
important work.

St. Luke's Parishioners Visit The Iconic Varnum Armory Museum!
 
On a cool, but comfortable, February 26th evening, the men of Theology on Tap (TOT) invited the
Women of Grace and adults of the Senior Choir to a visit of the iconic Varnum Armory Museum.
 
Located at the corner of Main and Division Streets, 32 parishioners marveled at the many wonders
and surprises that are held within the historic rooms of the downstairs museum. Following a
discussion of the history of the Armory completed in 1914, President and Curator Patrick Donovan
presented several of the items on the main floor including Civil War cannons, the Colt Gatling Gun
of 1883, an American flag that was flown with the American forces in Germany, 1913, and a poster
and celebration of an African-American National Guardsman from 1975 following the Vietnam
War.
 
Mr. Donovan and docent, Richard August, led us downstairs to the Museum to view the 3 rooms of
artifacts, uniforms, weapons, artillery and historic writings from the Revolutionary War, the Civil
War and World War I & II.
 
Most noteworthy is a display of the oldest flag in America, the "Byfield Flag," circa 1696. A photo
of the flag is shown below.
 
A personal favorite of Curator Donovan is a smaller display case showing the personal Bible of
Alfred Gardner, a 2nd Gunnery officer of Battery "B" who died at the Battle of Gettysburg in 1863.
He stated, in his last words, "Glory be to God! I am Happy!" This Bible was retrieved, given to his
wife in Providence and purchased by the Museum to be displayed. (There is a greater story to be
told and heard related to this Bible and Mr. Gardner's intentions to his wife and children).
 
Of common interest was a donation of a rifle/musket by Parishioner, Robert Sloan, to the Varnum
Armory Museum! It was displayed at the very top of several other muskets of the era!
 
Throughout the museum are up to 600 posters reflecting the patriotism and propaganda during the
years surrounding World War I & II.
 
So much more was seen by our parishioners and so much work ahead by the caretakers of the
artifacts that are donated or purchased by the museum, but so little space to show here!
 
Tour organizer, Harry Waterman, overheard Curator Donovan stating how thrilled he was leading
the St. Luke's men and women and would be willing to lead another group from St Luke's if there is
an interest to do so in the future!
